NEW BUSINESS: 
Hospital Campus Project – request Feasibility Study 
The North Pine Area Hospital District has proposed to construct a new medical campus on the old airport site. To develop this site, the city will need to provide basic infrastructure to the site. Part of the costs will be paid by assessing improved properties.  The first step in the assessment process is to request the City to do a Feasibility Study for the project. 
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Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to adopt Resolution EDA 2014-04 which requests the City to undertake a Feasibility Study on the installation of infrastructure to serve the medical campus site. Motion carried 4-1.

Sale of EDA Property 
The NPAHD is interested in purchasing the old airport site for a new medical campus. The EDA has an outstanding investment in the property of $45,000. This would be the proposed sale price.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury authorizing staff to proceed with the drafting and negotiation of a Purchase Agreement with NPAHD and return to EDA for the final approval. Motion carried 5-0.

Downtown Façade Improvement 
EDA offers a Downtown Façade Improvement Program that offers a 20% reimbursement incentive and also an Improvement Loan options. The Incentive fund has been set up with $1500 and is on a first come, first served basis. 

The Chamber sent a letter requesting that the program be expanded to include all businesses in a commercial zoning district.

Motion Devlin, second Stadin to expand the Downtown Façade Improvement Program eligibility to any business within a commercial zoning district. Downtown businesses with sandstone will be given first priority. Motion carried 5-0.
