APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Kester, second Stadin to approve the minutes from July 2, 2014. Motion carried 3-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS: None

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Angie Blazek presented the quarterly report for the Wild River Apartments. The apartments are doing very well. Current numbers may show being slightly over budget but the YTD numbers show well under budget. Wild River is at 95% occupancy and the Senior Apartments are at 93% occupancy.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to accept the Wild River Apartments quarterly report. Motion carried 3-0.

CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Wild River 2015 Budget 
Angie Blazek presented the proposed 2015 budget for the Wild River Apartments. An important change is the proposed rent increase of $10 per month for new and renewed leases in 2015. Increase is meant to offset building maintenance costs and apartment updates such as new appliances.  

Motion Kester, second Stadin to accept the preliminary 2015 Wild River Apartments budget.  Motion carried 3-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Habitat for Humanity 
The owners of 506 Court Ave N have offered to donate the property to Habitat for Humanity. Habitat for Humanity would like to construct a new home on the site and have sent a letter to the EDA requesting assistance with the project.

Bonander suggested that the EDA and City offer in-kind assistance by helping with equipment use and/or water and sewer set up. 
Griffith will send a letter to Habitat for Humanity with this information.

Senior Center 
The EDA received a letter from the Sandstone seniors concerning the future of the Senior Center. The senior group is running out of funds to maintain and operate the building and is asking if the City would be interested in the building for use as a Community Center.

Staff suggested to a small committee be formed to review and assess options and report recommendations back to the EDA.
Kester and Stadin volunteered to work with Griffith on this Committee.

Hospital Campus – Purchase and development agreements 
The EDA had its attorney prepare a Purchase Agreement for the land and a Development Agreement with NPAHD for the utilities to be provided for the development of a new medical campus.  

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the draft Purchase and Development Agreements for the medical campus project and allow staff to present agreements to the NPAHD for negotiations.  Staff to report back to EDA for final approval. Motion carried 3-0. 

OTHER: 
Motion Kester, second Stadin to accept the Wild River variance report for June.  Motion carried 3-0.
