Wild River Senior Apartments Bid
Bids were received to remove and replace the concrete from the main entrance sidewalk and repair the cracks in the retaining wall.  The low bid was received from Koski Concrete and Construction in the amount of $5,150.00.  This work is part of the capital plan budget.

Motion Steffen, second Devlin to accept the bid from Koski Construction.  Motion carried 5-0.

Wild River Senior Townhouses
There are nine sidewalks needing to be replaced in the townhouses.  Bids were received to remove and replace the concrete.  The low bid was received from Koski Concrete and Construction in the amount of $17,911.00.  Again, this work will be paid for out of capital plan monies.

Motion Franklin, second Steffen to accept the bid from Koski Construction.  Motion carried 5-0.

Purchase Agreement from Members Co-Operative Credit Union
The representatives from the credit union are asking to purchase the Grant Knowles lot 1 - a 2.46 acre parcel.  Using the price of $77,928.  There are special assessments that will apply.  The purchase is conditional upon the public hearing as well as the conditional use permit.  The Administrator was approached by another company for the same lot.

Motion Devlin to table the discussion until the next meeting.  Motion died due to lack of second.
