Business Park Infrastructure Project – NPAHD documents
The EDA had been provided the latest drafts of the Contract for Private Development, the Purchase Agreement and the Development Agreement with NPAHD.
The NPAHD did not have these documents on their agenda last night for approval but did set a special meeting for Wednesday, September 9 to consider approval.

The Contract for Private Development outlines the public and private development that will occur as part of this project.  The Development Agreement outlines the city requirements for providing public infrastructure.  The Purchase Agreement outlines the terms of the land transaction.  The EDA is signatory to the Purchase Agreement and to the Contract for Private Development.

The EDA will get and review similar documents for Essentia and for KC Companies.

No action taken.

Great River Energy contract - amend
The contract with GRE is to move a transmission power pole.  The original contract assumed the City’s contractor would provide matting and permitting for the work.  Because of the uncertainty of when the City contract will start and the desire to see that the transmission line work be completed this fall, GRE has proposed an amended contract wherein they will provide the matting.   The GRE cost is less than the engineer’s estimate. 

Motion Steffen, second Kester to approve the amended GRE contract.  Motion carried 5-0.

Set Special meetings

Motion Franklin, second Kester to set a special meeting for 8 a.m. on Thursday, September 10 at City Hall to consider approval of the Private Contract for Development and the Development Agreement with NPAHD and to set a special meeting for 8 am on Wednesday, September 9 at City Hall to hold a workshop on the 2016 budget and levy with the City.  Motion carried 5-0.
