NEW BUSINESS:
Resolution 2016-12 Approve MCCU land sale
Motion Steffen, second Franklin to accept the sale from Members Cooperative Credit Union of Lot 1, Block 1, Grant Knowles Addition, according to the plat thereof located in the City of Sandstone, Pine County, Minnesota.  Motion carried 4-0.

MERC Payment
There are changes comparing the costs of putting in a 4” or 6” gas line.  The options are to run a 4” line now and if another business moves in that needs more gas, the line would potentially have to be rerun.  Or, a 6” line could be put down and additional funds would need to be paid upfront - funds that have not been budgeted thus far.  The administrator has tried to research the amount of gas that might be necessary when new businesses move in but this information is not available from the gas company.  There were questions regarding whether the businesses are going to be willing to pay these costs.

Motion Franklin, second Steffen to put in the 6” line to KC Companies and approve the expenditure of EDA funds in the amount of $70,724.32 representing the 7 unsold lots served by the line.  It is possible that this fee could be paid out of Federal EDA funds at the end of the project or assessed to businesses as they purchase lots.  Motion carried 3-1 with Devlin dissenting.
