Hospital Campus Project – Preliminary Development Agreement 
The EDA has prepared and submitted a Preliminary Development Agreement to the NPAHD. The Preliminary Development Agreement was approved by the NPAHD on Sept 23rd. 

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to approve the final Preliminary Development Agreement and authorize signature by the Chair and Executive Director. Motion carried 5-0.

Hospital Campus Project- Purchase Agreement
The EDA has prepared and submitted a Purchase Agreement to the NPAHD. The Purchase Agreement was approved by the NPAHD on Sept 23rd. 

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve the final Purchase Agreement and authorize signature by the Chair and Executive Director. Motion carried 5-0.

Medical Campus Update
The new medical campus project will require the use of Old Military Rd and Airport Rd for a construction entrance. The intersection at Old Military Rd will need to be widen to allow for an adequate turning radius for trucks. Airport Rd will also need widening and gravel. Staff is working with Ehlers on financing options. Council will need to discuss further with the Township and their possible participation in the costs of Airport Road improvements. 

Senior Center Update
Council members Stadin and Kester met with the Sandstone Senior Group regarding the transfer of the senior building to the City of Sandstone. If the City does not take possession of the building for use as a community center there are other entities that are interested. OSAC is interested in owning the building.  The American Legion and Sandstone Sportsmens Club wish to maintain the existing agreements set with the Senior Group.

The City plans to do a more in-depth inspection of the building and determine what repairs and improvements are needed. The City is also working on what some of the other costs would be to use the building as a community center.
