CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Develop policy, marketing and incentives for sale of EDA land 
Last meeting information was presented about land owned by the EDA.  This meeting a memo was prepared for each large parcel with background information on amount paid, etc.

The EDA needs to begin the discussion about how they want to market each parcel, what they want to sell it for, and what incentives they wish to offer.  A map was provided for each.
How much of the purchase does the EDA want to try and recover?   Does the EDA wish to sell the property for a dollar?  What is enough of an incentive to make the land attractive for purchase?

Member Stadin thought we should learn current value and make that the sale price even after infrastructure is added.

Staff suggested that Northspan become part of this discussion to help set policy and develop marketing efforts.  We already have a contract for marketing with Northspan and as soon as we know the utilities are going in for the hospital site we need to start marketing the Grant-Knowles parcels immediately.

NEW BUSINESS:
Consider participation in Regional Housing Study
The Greater Minnesota Housing Partnership is proposing a regional housing study to help develop base information about housing and to provide the information necessary for developers and non-profits to plan housing projects.   Each county and larger municipality is being asked to contribute.
Staff suggested that the EDA should be interested but wait to see if Pine County decides to participate and to look at the RFP to see what kind of housing issues are to be studied.
