Motion Steffen, second Franklin to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

APPROVE MINUTES
Motion Devlin, second Steffen to approve November 4 minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
Sale of land to KC Company
Motion Steffen, second Spartz to open a public hearing at 8:35 to hear public comments on the sale of land to KC Company.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Kester, second Devlin to close the public meeting at 8:36.  Motion carried 5-0.

The EDA and KC Companies are negotiating a Purchase Agreement for an 8.72-acre site for the development and construction of a long term care facility.  The EDA had held the required Public Hearing on this sale but has since discovered the legal description of the property to be sold was incorrect.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Resolution 2015-EDA-16 – Conveyance of Land to KC Companies
The EDA and KC Companies have a Purchase Agreement for a portion of the Medical Campus site and a draft Contract for Private Development.  A Public Hearing was held to review and approve the sale.

Motion Steffen, second Kester to adopt Resolution EDA 2015-16, which authorizes the conveyance of the property to KC Companies subject to a final Purchase Agreement and a final Development Contract being negotiated, approved and executed.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Signage proposal
The EDA will need to develop signage for and in the Business Park.  The proposed signage for Robinson Park developed by WSB could be adapted and used as the entrance sign(s) for the Business Park.  WSB has presented a short proposal.  There was discussion regarding public input into the design the signage.

Motion Steffen, second Franklin to accept the proposal from WSB.  Motion carried 4-1. Devlin voted in the negative.

Access agreement – include MN Power for temporary power
The EDA has granted an access agreement to KC Companies and Essentia and their contractors etc. to cross EDA land to access their property until such time as the main road is constructed.

Motion Steffen, second Franklin to acknowledge that the access agreement also allows for the provision of temporary utilities to the sites within the access agreement boundaries.  Motion carried 5-0.

Updates: old Hospital, Senior Center, Art and History building
The future of senior center will need to be discussed.  The Art & History building discussion is moving along.  There have been good discussions with Chicago EDA.  Nothing can be done in regards to the medical campus until the Federal EDA signs off on the title work.  The hospital district cannot start construction until the federal EDA has signed off on the Business Park title work.  Hospital District representatives have made contact with the EDA in Chicago and with various politicians trying to speed up the process. The Administrator expressed his displeasure with these actions but assured the EDA he will have additional conversations with the Federal EDA to clarify the situation.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Old Hospital Reuse and Funds for Incubator Study
One possible reuse of the old hospital building is to relocate the library and city hall to one portion of the building.  Another possible tenant could be an incubator project and the EDA pledged funds toward a feasibility study in this regard.  Sending out a general RFP asking for proposals on the reuse of the entire building is now being discussed.  If there is a decision to not send out an incubator RFP, the EDA should not fund a general building reuse process.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to remove the EDA pledge for funds for an RFP if there is not an incubator.  Motion carried 5-0.
