APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Devlin, second Atterbury to approve the minutes of the meeting February 20, 2013.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
There were none.

CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Presentation: Michael Hedrix, EHS Project Update
Mr. Hedrix gave a report on the EHS project.  The demand study shows that a new facility should be built and also provided information on the numbers of workers, pay; and billings to the Pine County zip codes that make up the market for the hospital.  It talks about services to be provided both in-patient and out-patient and the study suggests a number of beds, the types of services to be considered and a preliminary analysis of the number of units of long term care, assisted living and memory care that should be constructed on the campus. 
The financial feasibility is underway and the Pine Medical Board will be hiring an architect to start the planning work on the campus. 
He talked about how the Pine Medical Board has expanded the board to 7 people with 5 board members from the community.  By September 2014 the lease calls for a shovel in the ground to start building. The hospital will be geared toward a community campus.

Old School
Staff presented background on where the possible sale is and the work underway to determine the level of contamination.     Regardless of what option is determined an analysis of the level of asbestos needs to be determined as it is the major cost.
Staff proposed the EDA give authorization to continue with the environmental studies necessary to determine the level of contamination but also determine the way to minimize the future liability of the EDA

Motion Kester, second Stadin to authorize obtaining quotes for a Phase 1 environmental study.  Motion carried 5-0.

The DEED grant will be to do the studies and not the remediation.  Motion carried 4-1.

Surplus Furniture-next actions
As the EDA has received no response to two ads, staff is asking if it should be re-advertised or given to a worthy local charity.

Motion Devlin, second Atterbury to donate the surplus furniture from the model apartment to a local charity.  Motion carried 5-0.

Update on other developments
There will be a public hearing on the NLX environmental study in April in Cambridge.

NEW BUSINESS:
Consider Wild River request-rent reduction of three bedroom unit
 Devlin recused himself from the discussion and the vote.

Great Lakes Management is requesting that the EDA consider a rent reduction for Brandon Devlin, their maintenance employee.  He wants to move from a 2-bedroom unit to a 3-bedroom unit. The extra $100 per month would be a hardship for him.  There is already a perspective tenant for the 2-bedroom that is willing to move in to the vacated two bedroom unit.

Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to deny request by Great Lakes Management.  Motion was withdrawn.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to consider this request and reduce the rent by $100.00.  Motion tied 2-2.  Motion dies.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to grant the request subject to the attorney reviewing the request and making a recommendation.  Motion carried 4-0.

Consider sale price for Vork plat land
There is an interested party in the two outlots. The golf course has the right of first refusal.

Motion Stadin, second Atterbury to sell the land for $125,000.00.  Motion carried 5-0.
