PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Tim Franklin commented on the EDA discussion regarding increasing the EDA membership to seven commissioners. He stated he would like to see the addition of two members in order to bring a different perspective to the group. 

Commissioner Devlin wanted to mention the excellent snow and ice removal provided this year.

Commissioner Bonander asked about the hockey rink usage. He also discussed the importance of research and communications with agencies such as NLX. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve minutes from February 19, 2014. Motion carried 5-0

PUBLIC HEARING: none

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Stadin, second Devlin to approve the consent agenda: approve Fire Formula for payable 2014; approve Administrator attendance at Health & Medical Properties Conference; approve Administrator attendance at LMC Loss & Safety Control workshop; approve gaming permit for Sportsmen Club for a raffle on March 2014; and approve gaming permit for Sportsmen Club for a raffle in November 2014. Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 5-0.


OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
City Liquor Ordinances
Chapter 12 relating to the City liquor code has not been updated in many years and should be brought into conformance with State law. The City Attorney had provided notes identifying needed changes/possible changes at the last meeting.  The Council was asked to review and comment on the suggested changes.    

Motion Devlin, second Kester to direct the City Attorney to prepare an amended Liquor Ordinance for consideration and review. Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Alley Improvement Project
The Council in November authorized a Feasibility Study and SEH presented the results of the study on February 5, 2014. Financing and assessment options have also been presented. The City plans to assess a portion of the alley improvement costs to the benefiting parcels. Council members discussed whether to implement a 20% or 30% assessment. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve Resolution 2014-05 accepting the amended feasibility study and assess 20% of the alley improvement costs to benefiting parcels. The resolution also set a public hearing on the proposed at 7:15 p.m. on March 19, 2014. 
Motion carried 4-1.

Parcel Split
Staff is requesting permission to split a parcel of property the City owns on Highway 23 North into two parcels. One parcel will be retained by the City for its compost pile and the second may be sold to Anderson Recycling. 

Motion Kester, second Devlin to accept Resolution 2014-06 approving the split of the old public works site into two parcels. Motion carried 5-0.

2014-2015 Union Contract
The Negotiations Committee has reached an agreement on the 2014-2015 Union contracts.
The Council reviewed each change. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the 2014-2015 Union contract. Motion carried 5-0.

Property Maintenance Ordinance
The City Attorney provided a memo on all property maintenance options available to the City which suggestions on changes or modifications.    One new option is to adopt the International Property Maintenance Code which sets standards for all properties in the community.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The advantage is there would be one standard for all properties and there would be specific code items that could be enforced by a Building Inspector.  The disadvantage is that this would require the City to find a Building Inspector to contract with to do any needed inspections.

The Council will still need to determine if it wishes to undertake a Rental Property Inspection and Licensing program but the new maintenance code would define the inspection standards.

The City attorney would be asked to attend a future meeting to discuss this ordinance.
 
Motion Devlin, second Kester to direct the City Attorney to draft an Ordinance to adopt the International Property Maintenance Code. Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept Paid Claims, Park and Recreation Commission minutes, and Planning Commission minutes. Motion approve 5-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Staff advised that the Vietnam Moving Wall Event will take place July 17-20th.  
There have been 34 water line freezes in town. Crews have been working diligently to thaw lines. City Hall also had a water line break over the weekend and repairs are currently underway. 
There was also a break in at the pumping station. Considerable damage was done but appears that nothing was stolen.
