CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the consent agenda: appoint Lauren Degerstrom as a probationary firefighter and approve reimbursement of lodging expense to Nicolas Eberhardt due to frozen water line.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.
Bonander recused himself from the vote because of travel expenses included in the reports.


OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Wage Increases- Non-Union Employees
The Council discussed pay rates and pay increases for non-union, contract and non-contracted employees. Assistant Clerk $0.65 to $11.00, Streets & Parks Helper $0.75 to $9.75, Streets & Parks plow/compost $0.75 to $10.25, IT staff $0.75 to $17.00, and cleaning crew $10 per pay period to $140 & $440. 

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve pay increases with retroactive pay back to January 1, 2014 for non-union employees. Motion carried 4-1.

NEW BUSINESS:
City Liquor Ordinances
Chapter 12 relating to the City liquor code has not been updated in many years and should be brought into conformance with State law. The City Attorney drafted a new ordinance updating the City’s Liquor Ordinance.  Council did review changes at previous meetings.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to adopt Ordinance 2014-02, a revised and updated liquor ordinance for the City. Motion carried 5-0.

Liquor Ordinance Publication
he City Attorney has prepared a summary publication ordinance in conjunction with the amended Liquor Ordinance. 

Motion Devlin, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2014-03 which calls for the summary publication of the amended Liquor Ordinance. Motion carried 5-0.

Subsurface Sewage Treatment System
The County has adopted a new Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems Ordinance which brings the County in compliance with MPCA. In December the Council determined to review any adopted County Ordinance and allow the County to do all regulations of these systems within the City limits. The County’s ordinance becomes effective in April 2014.

Motion Stadin, second Devlin to adopt Ordinance 2014-04 to repeal the current City ordinance relating to subsurface sewage treatment systems.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept Paid Claims and Thriving Communities – Joint Task Force minutes. Motion carried 5-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Administrator Griffith reminded Council there is a Public Hearing regarding the Alley Improvements on March 19, 2014. Council discussed the Bonding Bill request and Griffith invited any available council member to join him for lobbying at the State Capital. 
There have been 42 frozen water lines in the City. Crews have been working diligently to restore water to homes. Credit will be applied to accounts that are running water.
