CONTINUING BUSINESS
Interim Administrator Jackson updated commission on status of the sign easement, preliminary look of the business park monument sign and awarding of the contract for the monument sign to ASI.  Interim Administrator Jackson also updated commission on opening date for the hospital and the date and time of Essentia’s open house.    

[bookmark: _GoBack]Molly Patterson Lundgren of WSB provided an update on the comprehensive plan. Draft goals and policies were distributed based on previous workshops and online survey data.  Under City Infrastructure those in attendance were asked to pick their top three goals to help narrow down and pinpoint those that may be more immediate goals. Molly Patterson Lundgren then introduced the goals and policies for Land Use, Growth & Development Goals and the Future Land Use map and language. Molly explained that land use is not zoning and that the multiple zoning districts can be found within the same land use plan type. Land use works in tandem with zoning by directing the type of zoning applicable for each land use type so that the development follows the intention of the future land use map.  Discussion was held on if the different land uses on the map are what the community envisions for those particular areas and if maybe language could be changed some in types or do we just leave some types or areas un zoned until the future.  There was some concern that some of the goals may be more heavily weighted due to some types of development split into multiple choices while others stayed as one.
