Regular Meeting

CALL TO ORDER: 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept the agenda. Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Fire Department- equipment purchases
Ross Degesrtrom and Andy Spartz presented a request to purchase additional fire equipment. They prepared and explained quotes received for wild land fire suppression equipment, lighting, safety equipment, and additional gas powered equipment totaling $14,800. The Council budgets funds every year for equipment purchases but has already spent this years budgeted amount on new hoses.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve the purchase of fire equipment using General Fund cash and approving a budget amendment to show this purchase. Motions carried 4-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Deputy Josh Matson reviewed the sheriff’s report. There were 324 calls in March. There were many reports of fraudulent dollar bills being used throughout town and it is currently being investigated. Six charges of shoplifting at Family Dollar, license plate thefts and one home burglary were also reported. 

Devlin commented that the trees on Minnesota St. between Grant and Pine are so overgrown that ice is building up and created deep ruts and suggested that the trees be trimmed. 

Bonander added that he saw boulderers and ice climbers out in Robinson Park. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve minutes from March 19, 2014. Motion carried 4-0

PUBLIC HEARING: 
None
CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve the consent agenda: Authorize Administrator attendance at DNR Workshop Planning & Zoning for Water Resource Protection in Duluth on April 29 - $25. Motion approved 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Anderson Recycling – Conditional Use Permit
Anderson Recycling has applied for a Conditional Use Permit to operate a scrap metal recycling business in the old Public Works site. Anderson proposes to buy ferrous and non-ferrous metal from the public. They will store and process some metal on site and also sell used auto parts. This permit required a public hearing that was held by the Planning Commission on March 20th. The Planning Commission has recommended approval with a series of conditions. 

Administrator Griffith reviewed the 16 recommendations. Conditions of particular interest were: the requirement of an opaque fence around the entire perimeter; meeting requirements of the City Storm Water Management Ordinance and Noise Ordinance; and the proper storage of tires.

Rita Kennedy and Amy Frazer expressed their concerns regarding the business. Ms Kennedy addressed several questions to the owners and expressed concern about the location of the business at the entrance of town. She was also worried about drainage problems and noise pollution. 

Anderson Recycling responded by confirming they showing how they are strictly governed and checked by the State. They intend to comply with all recommendations ASAP.  They also stated that doing any auto crushing is not in their near future plans.

The Council discussed and made a modification to the tire storage recommendation to allow other fully covered containers rather than just metal and made a change in any future crushing hours to be from 8 am rather than the recommended 9 am.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Anderson Recycling based on their submissions and the Findings of Fact. Motion carried 4-0

NEW BUSINESS:
Solid Waste Ordinance 
The City attorney has recommended changes to the City’s ordinance relating to solid waste and proper disposal guidelines. The new Ordinance defines solid waste, how it should be disposed of, sets home composting guidelines and also incorporates the City’s Litter Ordinance. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2014 - 05 – Solid Waste Ordinance. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2014 - 06 which calls for the summary publication of the Solid Waster Ordinance. Motion carried 4-0.

Capital Projects – Manholes
The City budgets funds to undertake manhole rehabilitation each year. This is part of City’s efforts to reduce inflow and infiltration into the sanitary sewer system.  PeopleService has prepared a list of eight manholes recommended to be completed in 2014. The City has budgeted $15, 000 for this work.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to grant authorization to request quotes for manhole rehabilitation based on the list submitted by PeopleService. Motion approved 4-0

Capital Improvements 2014- Class V
Council has budgeted $10, 000 for Class V improvements within the community. Grouse Street is next on our rotation of gravel streets.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin granting authorization to request quotes for this Class V project including a quote for red rock. Motion carried 4-0.

Street Sweeper
The City is requesting the Council consider replacing the existing street sweeper.  The current sweeper is a 1972 Elgin Standard. It was purchased in 2001 and is in need of constant repair. Council discussed options to repair versus purchasing another used sweeper.  The Streets & Parks Equipment Fund currently has $31,396 and another $5,000 budgeted in 2014. The State auction currently does not have any sweepers so purchasing from MacQueen Equipment may be an option as they become available.  The Mayor and Paul Peters of Streets & Parks would visit and inspect available machines.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to authorize a $23,000 to $27,000 budget for a sweeper with any funds from sale or scrapping of existing sweeper to be added to the amount available. Motion approved 4-0.

Property Maintenance Ordinance
The Council has been considering a Rental Housing Inspection and Licensing Ordinance. Two of the issues raised are what will be inspected and should these inspections apply to all buildings. Adopting the International Property Maintenance Code as part of the Building Code would set the standards for what is to be inspected, create greater enforcement capacity and would replace the City’s current Housing Maintenance code. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The adoption of this does not mean the City would establish a rental licensing and inspection ordinance. That would be a separate consideration.  That ordinance would require an additional building inspector to conduct inspections. The Council also needs to determine if this would apply to all properties in which case the Commercial Property Maintenance Code would need to be modified.   

Motion Kester, second Atterbury to adopt new Property Maintenance Ordinance. Motion retracted.

Council further discussed the motion and directed staff to set a Workshop session with the City’s Building Official to explain this code further. 

REPORTS
Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept Paid Claims, Planning Commission minutes, and PeopleService operations report. Motion carried 4-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Administrator Griffith reviewed a meeting with MNDOT on the NLX project. Sandstone will be considered as a light maintenance stop/layover location. North Pine Hospital District held two meetings to review the feasibility study regarding the new hospital project. The District passed a motion in support of the development concept.
He mentioned some upcoming meetings and announced the Thriving Communities Community Gathering event for April 24th.
