ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept the agenda and the addition of 9B – Special Event Permit. Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
None

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Tim Franklin questioned snow removal priorities.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve minutes from March 19, 2014. Motion carried 4-0

PUBLIC HEARING: 

Motion Devlin, second Kester to open the Public Hearing on the 2014 Rules & Regulations for city Deer Control Program at 7:17 p.m. Motion carried 4-0.

2014 Deer Control Program
In effort to control the deer population the City’s program allows archery hunting on certain public and private lands. The Council reviewed the Rules & Regulations for the 2014 Deer Control Program including permit requirements and appropriate locations. 
There were no resident comments.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to close Public Hearing at 7:25. Motion approved 4-0

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the Rules & Regulations for the 2014 Deer Control program. Motion carried 3-1.

Motion Devlin, second Bonander to approve the Special Event Permit – Rapids Riders Whitewater Canoe & Kayak Club. Motion approved 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Property Maintenance Ordinance
The Council has been considering a Rental Housing Inspection and Licensing ordinance. One direction would be to adopt the International Property Maintenance Code by reference into our Building Code. The Council set a workshop to have the Building Official review the Ordinance and discuss some of the implications. Council discussed whether the Ordinance should apply to all buildings or just residential homes.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to advise attorney to revise Ordinance to include both residential and commercial buildings in the Ordinance. Motion failed 2-2.

Devlin requests time to thoroughly read the IPMC before proceeding.

Motion Atterbury, second Bonander to defer further discussion until the next meeting so that the Council can further review the IPMC. Motion approved 4-0.

Purchase Agreement amendment
The City has entered into a Purchase Agreement with Anderson Recycling to sell the old public works site to them. The Council also agreed to sell the west parcel of the site. The City needs to formally amend the Purchase Agreement to include the sale of the west parcel. 

Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve Purchase Agreement Amendment and authorize the Mayor and Administrator to proceed with the sale and closing of the property. Motion approved 4-0.

Anderson Recycling- Conditional Use Permit
The Council has approved a Conditional Use Permit for Anderson Recycling. Staff recommends the Council adopt a resolution incorporating the Conditional use permit so that it may be recorded against the property as a part of the closing.

Motion Devlin, second Bonander to adopt Resolution 2014-10 granting a Conditional Use Permit to the property being sold to Anderson Recycling. Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Letter of Support
The Heritage Initiative Task Force has completed work on the Feasibility Study and is developing legislation to ask Congress to designate the St. Croix watershed as a National Heritage Area. Staff is requesting a letter of support for the project.

Motion Bonander, second Kester approving the letter of support for the National Heritage Area and authorizing the Mayor’s signature. Motion carried 3-1.

Amend Zoning Ordinance
Bonander recused himself from voting on “Amend Zoning Ordinance” and “Interim and Conditional Use Permit” due to a potential employment opportunity at the Ringsred Building.

The Planning Commission is recommending changes to the Zoning Ordinance which would delete and add certain uses in the Tier Three Commercial District. The Planning Commission has created interim uses in each zoning district and has also redefined certain definitions.  The Planning Commission did hold a Public Hearing on the amendment. 

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to approve amending the Zoning Ordinance to make the proposed language changes in the Tier Three Commercial District. Motion approved 3-0.

Interim and Conditional Use Permit- Ringsred Building
The Ringsred Building has applied for a conditional use permit to operate a bar and restaurant in the building and for an interim use permit to create an entertainment venue inside the building. The Planning Commission held a Public Hearing on the proposed Conditional and Interim Use permits.
The Commission is recommending interim and conditional uses and submitted a proposed Finding of Fact report with conditions. Council reviewed the Finding of Fact and the recommended conditions. Major concerns where regarding adequate parking for the area and liquor enforcement and requirements.

Motion Kester, second Atterbury adopting the Finding of Fact and to approve the Interim Use Permit and the Conditional Use Permit for the Ringsred Building with the conditions recommended by the Planning Commission. Motion carried 2-0 with one abstention. 

Election Space
New voting machines and accessibility requirements means the City has outgrown the Community Room at City Hall making it no longer adequate for elections. Staff has looked at several locations at which to hold future elections. Community Worship Center was found to meet the space and accessibility requirements.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2014 - 08 which changes the City’s polling place from City Hall to the Community Worship Center. Motion carried 4-0.

Storm Water issues on Oriole and Grouse Streets
122 Oriole has an on-going drainage issue. Water pools in the front of the house making it difficult for the home daycare to use the sidewalk for school bus and parent pick up/drop off.

Grouse Street has had one culvert wash out. This intersection has had drainage problems in the past. Staff recommends Streets & Parks inventory the size and location of all culverts and develop an annual inspection and cleaning program.

Motion Devlin, second Kester requesting SEH to do some preliminary contours and propose ways to alleviate the drainage issues on Grouse and Orioles Streets and to direct Streets & Parks to do a culvert inventory and prepare a maintenance, cleaning and replacement plan. Motion approved 4-0.

Job Description – Summer park maintenance
The Park & Recreation Commission and the Administrator are recommending that the Council hire a part time summer parks maintenance person. This person would work 10 to 12 hours per week exclusively on park maintenance including bathroom maintenance and monitoring camping in Robinson Park. A proposed job description has been prepared.

Motion Kester, second Bonander approving the job description for a Streets & Parks summer park position. Motion carried 4-0.

Summer Park Maintenance position
Staff suggests that the approved Summer Park Maintenance position be assigned to the Streets & Park Assistant position and retain the current Assistant for the position.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the assignment of the Summer Park Maintenance position job duties to the Streets & Park Assistant position and retain the current Assistant for the position. Motion carried 4-0.

Compost Monitor job duties
Due to new responsibilities, staff recommends that the Compost Monitor job duties be separated from the Streets & Parks Assistant position and assign those duties to the Streets & Parks Helper position.

Motion Bonander, second Kester approving the Compost Monitor job duties be separated from the Streets & Parks Assistant position and assign the duties to the Streets & Parks Helper position. Motion carried 4-0.

Streets & Parks vehicle Maintenance
Jay Eiffler who ran the FCI VT program for many years and is experienced in operating and maintaining heavy equipment is retiring and is interested in contracting with the City to develop a maintenance plan for each vehicle and to do some of the maintenance and repair himself on an hourly basis.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin approving the development of a professional service contract with Jay Eiffler for vehicle and equipment maintenance subject to Council approval. Motion approved 4-0.
