CONTINUING BUSINESS
Molly Patterson Lundgren of WSB provided an update on the comprehensive plan. With respect to Prospective Highway Development- May 2017 Molly tried to have the group prioritize option A, B, C, D in an effort to select one.  A was the one originally included last meeting with modifications.  B is broader and more open to restaurants and gas stations.  C is the most open with few design requirements.  D is an option to change to Agricultural/ Holding district, this is used for property located within a city that is unlikely to develop in the foreseeable future.  
Staff Interim City Administrator Jackson arrived at 6:55 p.m.
Motion R. Riley, second A. Spartz to adopt option B. Discussion was not to include anything from A but to include uses that have a need for a larger square footage, more parking or outdoor storage and display than the downtown commercial area from B. Motion approved 5-0 

Molly Patterson Lundgren continued working through the plan moving on to:
Land Use, Growth and Development Goals- Under strategies adjust the commercial area to include 6th to 3rd after Commercial Ave. Under policies include Pine County Historical Society in locating historic structures and have staff invite EDA to all planning public hearings.  For policies consensus was that they would like to add one that if there is a business that does not fit the location they would like to see it relocate to a more suitable location. 
Economic Development Goals- as is 
Housing Issues-  under tasks for housing task force add staff, planning and residents to the assigned box and a time of 1-2 years.
Park & Recreation Goals- add interpretive center with history of Sandstone and education on history to place in recreation and public areas under strategies.  
Civil Services & Projects- as is 
Roads and Transportation- add City as assigned for sidewalk plan.
Community Goals- add Chamber and event organizers to assigned. 
City Infrastructure Goals- add pubic and staff to assigned category for walkability study, add Engineer, planning commission and City to assigned for bicycle/pedestrian plan and 5-7 years for timing. Add community watch program as a task.

Molly Patterson Lundgren will have a draft of the plan completed to be distributed to the commission so that they can review and look at approving at the next meeting scheduled for 6 p.m. June 14, 2017.
