ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept the agenda and adding 9I. Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
None

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Paddlefest has been postponed due to high water. Memorial weekend is the new date.

Sheriff Deputy Jason Matson reported recent calls in Sandstone. There were 315 calls in April. The mail carriers vehicle was stolen. There were also two reports of burglary. He also introduced new Deputy Tom Rygard who will start in Sandstone in June.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve minutes from April 16, 2014. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve Board of Review minutes from April 17, 2014. Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the consent agenda: PHASE contract for summer moving, Special Events permit for Paddlefest, gaming permit for Nemadji Resource Center, Special Events permit for Quarry Days, gaming permit for Chamber for bingo & raffle during Quarry Days, requests for assistance during Quarry Days, liquor licenses, cemetery deed and perpetual care payment.  Motion approved 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Tier Three Commercial – Amend Zoning Ordinance
The Planning Commission is recommending language changes to the Zoning Ordinance which would delete and add certain uses in the Tier Three Commercial District. 
The Council had discussed these changes at the last meeting.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2014 - 09 amending the Zoning Ordinance to make language changes in the Tier Three Commercial District. Motion carried 4-0.

Tier Three Commercial - Summary Publication Ordinance
The City Attorney has prepared a summary publication ordinance to adopt in conjunction with Ordinance 2014-09.

Motion Atterbury, second Bonander to adopt Ordinance 2014-10 which calls for the summary publication of the zoning amendment ordinance. Motion approved 4-0.

Property Maintenance Ordinance
The Council has been considering adoption of the International Property Maintenance Code to have standards for all buildings or just residential homes. Council further discussed how this would impact a possible Rental Housing inspection and licensing ordinance.

Motion Kester, second Atterbury authorizing the City attorney to makes changes to the Property Maintenance Ordinance to include all buildings and to suggest changes to the City’s Commercial and Industrial Property Maintenance Ordinance to bring into compliance with no duplication of the Maintenance Ordinance. Motion carried 4-0.

Fire Department officer pay
The Fire Chief is proposing to reallocate current pay to include other officers. These officers have been assigned additional responsibilities under the revised personnel policies. The pay would be changing the Chief to $2500 and the Assistant Chief to $1750 and paying the Captain $1500, 1st Lieut $1000, and the 2nd Lieut $750. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve these Fire Department payroll changes. Motion carried   4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Alley Project
The Council has authorized the preparations of plans and specifications for the alley improvement project in the downtown area. City Engineer Greg Anderson presented the next steps for the project which includes advertising for bids to remove the pavement and replacing the sanitary system. All bids should be in by June and work should start in July.
This would include piggybacking our repaving onto a County project for a better price.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin adopting Resolution 2014-09 approving the plans and specifications and ordering the advertisement for bids. Motion carried 4-0.

Robinson Park – Invasive species project
The City was awarded a Community Partners Grant to undertake an invasive species removal project in Robinson Park. The grant calls for the development of a vegetative management plan for the park and then the removal and treatment of the invasive species. The City issued a Request for Proposals for qualified contractors. The received one qualified response from Boreal Natives. They are experienced in the removal of invasive species and meet all the RFP requirements. 

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve a contract with Boreal Natives to perform the tasks outlined by the Invasive Species Removal Grant. Motion carried 4-0.

Streets & Parks Helper- Temp Position
The City received three applications for the Streets & Parks Helper position. The Personnel Committee recommends the Council offer the position to Larry Volk, subject to a physical.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the hiring of Larry Volk for the Streets & Parks Helper Position. Motion approved 4-0.

Junk Dealer License
The Council directed the City Attorney to develop an ordinance establishing a license for junk dealers within the City limits. This license would help pay for the cost of monitoring and would create an additional incentive for the junk dealers to comply with municipal and state requirements. The proposed fee is $500.

Council directed staff to send notification to the junk dealers that are affected by this ordinance so that they may respond before the new ordinance is considered for adoption.

Manhole Improvements
Council authorized advertizing for manhole improvement work. Two quotes were received. Infratech for $14,800 and Thul Specialties for $19,200. 
The City has budgeted $15,000 for this project and has worked with Infratech in the past and has been pleased with completed projects.

Motion Kester, second Bonander approving the listed manhole projects and authorizing a contract with Infratech. Motion carried 4-0.

Landscape Work
There is on-going landscape maintenance around City Hall, Wild River and freeway plantings. The City recommends hiring Fresh Air Plant Care for these projects.

Motion Kester, second Bonander approving the hiring of Fresh Air Plant Care for landscape work at public locations. Motion approved 4-0.



Angle Avenue water line
There has been two water line breaks this week on Angle Avenue. There is a 4” main on the east side of the street and an 8” on the west. All service lines but for one seem to be attached to the 4” main that has partially frozen and has broken twice. The 4” line needs to be abandoned and any  services on Angle Ave. between 7th and 8th that are not attached to the 8” main need to be replaced.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to authorize replacing the water services from 7th to 8th on Angle Avenue. Motion carried 4-0.

Old Military Road
Old Military Road curves and goes up a hill as it crosses Skunk Creek. If the City develops the airport property, Old Military Road will need to serve as a second entrance. The way that the road curves make it dangerous, especially if there were increased traffic. 
Gordon Britton is willing to sell the city about 3 acres of his land so that the road can be moved. The cost of survey would be against the City’s costs.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to authorize staff to have Mr. Britton’s land surveyed and negotiate a purchase price and report back to the Council for approval. Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept Paid Claims and PeopleService operations report. Motion carried 4-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Administrator Griffith discussed the BP site cleanup and securing of the building. Annual Clean up Day is May 17th and Project Day in Robinson Park is May 30th.
