PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept the agenda with the addition/correction of 5B, 9B, 11C and 14. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Jeff Nelson was present to introduce himself as a County Sheriff’s candidate. Nelson has 21 years of experience with the Pine County Sheriff’s Department. Nelson answered questions and touched on his plans for the County.

City Audit
Robert Althoff of Althoff & Nordquist presented the 2014 City Audit.  He presented the audit and how it is structured noting that there were no findings.  He also reviewed the Management Letter.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
David and Donette Letourneau were present to express their concern and disappointment with the flooding and culvert issues on their property on Grouse Street. A new culvert has been placed but is considered a “work in progress.” The City engineer will assist in resolving the problem.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve minutes from May 21, 2014. Motion carried 5-0

PUBLIC HEARING: 
None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Stadin, second Devlin to approve the consent agenda: certify unpaid fire call to County Auditor and appoint election judges for primary and general elections. Motion carried 5-0. 

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Revised Liquor Ordinance 
The City Attorney was directed to draft a new ordinance updating the City’s Liquor Ordinance. Staff noticed that some of the new language for applications was inapplicable to small communities and recommended some changes. 

Council reviewed the changes and also made some additional suggestions. Council requests a new draft completed and brought back for final review.

Vehicle Maintenance – Jay Eiffler 
Council authorized developing a service contract with Jay Eiffler to develop a maintenance plan for the Streets & Parks equipment and vehicles. Mr. Eiffler would provide a written maintenance manual and checklist to be used by the staff to track work and costs. He has recommended a software system for these tasks. Staff is looking into the cost for a computer, printer and software and will report back to the Council for approval.

NEW BUSINESS:
Order Feasibility study – Hospital Campus
The Council has received Resolution EDA 2014-04 requesting a study of the feasibility for improvements to serve the medical campus site. The financing of the improvements anticipates the assessment of some of the costs and receipt of a Federal EDA grant. The first step in this process is to order a Feasibility Study of the improvements. 

Motion Bonander, second Devlin approving Resolution 2014-13 ordering the feasibility study for the medical campus improvement project. Motion carried 5-0.

Hospital Campus Development Agreement 
A Developments Agreement is necessary to make sure proper agreements are in place in regards to the planning, installation and financing of the infrastructure for the medical campus project. All agreements would come back to the Council for final approval.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion Devlin, second Kester authorizing staff to draft and negotiate a Development Agreement between the City and North Pine Area Hospital District and any other entity involved in the medical campus improvement project. Motion carried 5-0. 

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept Paid Claims, PeopleService operation report and Planning Commission Minutes. Motion carried 5-0.

OTHER:
The Council received a letter from Matt Gebhart suggesting the City purchase 222 Main Street for the purpose of creating a parking lot for the surrounding businesses.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
The County Lion’s Club Project day in Robinson Park was a success. Approximately 25 Lions members from around the County assisted with the planting of 300 plants. The North Pine Area Hospital District is holding a special meeting June 24 to create a Facilities Steering Committee and sub committees to assist with development projects and agreements for the medical campus.
