ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:

Add to Consent Agenda item 9E to approve gaming permit for Chamber of Commerce for bingo and raffle during Quarry Days.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the agenda with the above addition.  Motion carried 3-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the meeting minutes for June 19, 2013.  Motion carried 3-0.

PUBLIC HEARING:

There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Kester, second Stadin to approve the consent agenda: Approve Special Event permit for Chamber of Commerce for Quarry Days; Approve closure, request MNDOT & County closure; parade route approval request sheriff’s assistance; approve city providing port-a-potties and dumpster; Waive the noise ordinance for Quarry Days for 9th and 10th ; Approve fireworks, arrange closing of roads, approve purchase of insurance; require Fire Department present at Chamber cost for fireworks; and Approve gaming permit for Chamber of Commerce for bingo and raffle during Quarry Days. .  Motion carried 3-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay Claims.  Motion carried 3-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:

Adopt Resolution 2013-04 authorizing an inter-fund loan for fire truck purchase
The City Council approved the purchase of a new fire pumper.  The council stated their intentions to fund this purchase by using funds from the Fire Equipment account and the remainder from cash from the General Fund.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2013-04-authorizing said inter-fund loan from the General Fund (Fund 101) to the Capital Projects Fund (Fund 401) in the amount of $187,000.50 for purposes of a fire truck purchase.  Motion carried 3-0.

Approve budget transfers for fire truck purchase
The pumper has been delivered and accepted, and the final payment is due.  The City has paid the first bill for the pumper of $94,682 which involved a budget transfer from the General Fund to the Capital Project Fund.  This request is to transfer an additional $92,318 from the General Fund to the Capital Projects Fund-Fire Equipment Account.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve the transfer of $92,318 from the General Fund to the Capital Projects Fund for purpose of the fire truck purchase.  Motion carried 3-0.

Accept fire truck and approve final payment
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the new fire truck pumper and authorize the invoice for final payment to Custom Fire Apparatus, Inc. for $280,221.50 from the Capital Projects Fire Equipment account.  Motion carried 3-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Consider adoption of Ordinance 2013-02 - Collection of unpaid service fees
The proposed ordinance would create a new section which would put authority to collect unpaid governmental services into one section and allow the city to designate government services as allowed by state statutes into city ordinances and refer to this section for collection.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to adopt Ordinance 2013-02 authorizing collection of unpaid governmental service fees and authorize its publication.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to accept Paid Claims and PeopleService operations reports.  Motion carried 3-0.
