PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept the agenda. Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Jared Rosati was present and introduced himself as a candidate for Pine County Sheriff. He outlined his experience in law enforcement and discussed some changes he would make if elected.

Chris Henjum presented the 2014 Coalition of Greater MN Cities Legislative Session Report. The CGMC represents 85 rural communities in MN that helps develop communities for business and families through economic growth and good local government. Chris reviewed 2014 progress that includes increases in funding for the BDPI program and for LGA as well as money for a new Broadband Infrastructure Fund.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve minutes from July 2, 2014. Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the consent agenda: Approve fireworks permit for Quarry Days; appoint Allison Beauregard to Parks & Recreation Commission; appoint Tyler Breffle as probationary fire fighter; declare sweeper as surplus equipment; declare fire truck and old van as surplus equipment; and authorize Administrator training – flood elevations. Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Liquor Ordinance 
Council directed the City Attorney to draft a new ordinance updating the City’s Liquor Ordinance. Staff noticed that some of the new language was inapplicable and recommended some changes. The change relates to what will be required of new applicants and what will be required from those who are reapplying.  Language requiring that applicant be current on property taxes and City fees in already in the ordinance.

Motion Bonander, second Kester adopting Ordinance 2014-13, a revised liquor ordinance for the City. Motion carried 4-0.

Liquor Ordinance amendment – Summary Publication
Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2014-14 which calls for the summary publication of the amended Liquor Ordinance. Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Law Enforcement Contract 
The Council was presented with a proposed law enforcement Contract with Pine County for the years 2015, 2016, and 2017. The current 2014 rate is $44.75 and the proposed increase is $0.50 per hour for each year.

Devlin suggested that the city add that our deputy is to remain in Sandstone for the entire shift and only allowed to respond to outside calls unless absolutely necessary. Griffith responded that this issue has greatly improved over the last few years but that he would relay that concern to the Sheriff Department.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to preliminarily approve the language and rates in the three year law enforcement contract (2015, 2016, and 2017) as presented by the Sheriff and authorize the Mayor and the Administrator to sign the contract subject to the approval of the County Board. Motion carried 3-1.

Zoning Map Amendment 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Council is being asked by the Planning Commission to consider an amendment to the Zoning Map to change two parcels from Single Family Residential to Large Lot Rural. Donald Sears wishes to construct a storage building to house his vehicles. Large Lot Rural allows for a larger building. 
The Planning Commission passed a motion recommending that the City Council adopt the amendment to the map changing parcels 45.0085.005 and 45.0089.000 from Single Family Residential to Large Lot Rural. 

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the proposed zoning map amendments on the Donald Sears land. Motion carried 4-0. 

Capital Improvements 2014 – Class V
Council has budgeted $10,000 for Class V improvements in the community. The project for this year is new crushed red rock and grading on Grouse Street. The City advertised and received 2 quotes. Hessenius Excavating quote was within the $10,000 budget. 

Motion Devlin, second Kester to authorize a contract with Hessenius Excavating to perform the Class V work for Grouse Street. Motion carried 4-0.

Milk Drying Plant
The City tore down the hazardous and dangerous building and assessed the costs. The property went back to the state in tax forfeiture and the assessments were “wiped off.” The County is now preparing to sell the property and needs to disclose whether the property has an assessment. The City has the option to re-impose all or some of the special assessment when the property comes back into private ownership. 

Motion Bonander to not re-impose the assessment. No second - motion dies.

Adding the assessment may be too costly for a buyer and the property may never sell but adding a portion of the assessment may be a chance for the City to recoup some money. Council decided to keep the option open to adding an assessment and will discuss further when the County has prepared a sale price.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to accept Paid Claims, Park & Rec Commission minutes and Planning Commission minutes. Motion carried 4-0.
