Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the agenda with the deletion of 9B. Motion carried 3-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Stadin inquired how the City monitors illegal building projects. City staff watches for such projects and acts accordingly. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve minutes from July 16, 2014. Motion carried 3-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the consent agenda: Approve budget amendment showing transfer of cash to Capital Projects for bonding match.  Motion carried 3-0. 

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 3-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Fire Escrow Account 
The State allows the city to set up an escrow account to take a portion of insurance proceeds from certain claims on property damaged by fire and explosion in the city to insure that the property is repaired, replaced or removed.

Motion Kester, second Bonander adopting Resolution 2014-16 to establish a Fire Escrow Account. Motion carried 3-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Amended Personnel Policy 
Staff is proposing changes to the City Personnel Policy.  One is to bring the definition of full time into conformance to changes to the Union contract.  Other changes are to bring the Policy into conformance with state law.  These changes include adding Qualified Exigency and Military Caregiver Leave to Family Medical Leave and a revision to the Pregnancy and Parenting Leave to bring it into conformance. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the amended Personnel Policy to the Union Contract. Motion carried 3-0.

2015 Budget Workshop 
The Council will need to set up the 2015 Budget and preliminary levy by the end of September. Staff has developed a draft 2015 budget.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to set up a budget workshop for September 3rd to discuss a preliminary budget and levy. Motion carried 3-0.

Alley Improvement Project
Council authorized Resolution 2014-09 which approved plans and authorized advertising bids for the Alley Project. The project was advertised by the County and received 5 bids. Tri-County Paving was the low bidder for $92,556.00. There will be some additional soft costs.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept the bid and award the Alley Improvement Project paving to Tri-County Paving for $92,556.00 and authorizing the Administrator and Mayor to execute contracts and upon receipt of all required materials to issue a Notice to Proceed for the project. Motion carried 3-0.

Angle Avenue Paving 
Council also advertised with the County for bids to repave two blocks of Angle Avenue torn up for water main replacement. Tri-County Paving was the low bidder for $49,800.00. The City would pay for this project with funds from the Water Fund Capital Outlay account. There will be some additional soft costs.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to accept the bid and award the paving for Angle Avenue to Tri-County Paving for $49,800.00 and authorizing the Administrator and Mayor to execute contracts. Motion carried 3-0.

8th Street & Commercial Avenue Paving 
Council advertised with the County for bids to repave 8th Street from Angle to Park and one block of Commercial Ave from 7th to 8th Street. Tri-County Paving was the low bidder for $120,492.00. 
There was a brief discussion on whether the remainder of funds for the project should come from General Fund cash or cash in the Capital Projects Fund.  There will be some additional soft costs.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the bid and award the paving for 8th and Commercial Avenue to Tri-County Paving for $120,492.00 and authorizing the Administrator and Mayor to execute contracts and to pay for the project with funds from the Capital Projects Fund. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept Paid Claims report. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion Stadin, second Kester to accept PeopleService operations report. Motion carried 3-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
