CALL TO ORDER: 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the agenda with the deletion of Wayne Oak NPAHD report. Motion carried   4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Greg Anderson from SEH presented an update regarding the water main repairs needed for Angle Street and progress. 
Greg also presented the updated Feasibility Study regarding utilities and services needed for the medical campus project. There has been a cost increase primarily because of added crossing requirements and he talked about the continuing work with the DNR and FEMA to acquire appropriate permits. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Atterbury suggested putting together a fundraiser to raise money so that the community can recognize the Sandstone Fire Department volunteers. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve minutes from August 6, 2014. Motion carried 4-0

PUBLIC HEARING: 
None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the consent agenda: Administrator attendance at LMC Regional meeting; Special Event permit for MN Climbers Association; temporary liquor permit for MN Climbers Association; purchase of lock box by East Central Schools; authorize employment ad for on-call winter snow plowing; authorize quotes for snow removal contract; establish Fund 421- Medical & Business Park Fund.  Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.


OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Angle Avenue Water Main 
The City has been working on water main issues on Angle Avenue. There was a 4” water main that runs on the east side of Angle from 6th to 8th. The City contracted with MPJ Enterprises in May to replace a valve at 6th and Angle, run five services from the curbstops to the 8” main, and cap-off a tee to the 8” main. When MPJ returned to Angle to extend the services across to the 8” between 7th and 8th it was discovered that the 8” only extended from 6th to 7th meaning those homes are on a dead end 4” main. MPJ has provided an estimate of $27,250.00 to complete the repairs. The costs would be paid from the Water Fund Capital Outlay account. 

Motion Kester, second Stadin to authorize a change order to the existing MPJ Enterprises contract to extend the 8” water main from 7th to 8th. Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Insurance Agent 
The City hired Jill Warner (North Pine Insurance) in 2011 to be the City’s insurance agent. Ms. Warner has sold the agency and will no longer be representing the City. The current agreement was for one year and is renewable annually at the City’s discretion with a 60 day notice.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to provide notice to North Pine Insurance and direct staff to send out an RFP for insurance services to interested providers including North Pine Insurance. Motion carried 4-0. 

Conditional Use Permit- Ringsred Building 
The Ringsred Building has applied for a conditional use permit to operate a wood processing facility in the building which would manufacture white cedar shingles. The Planning Committee held a Public Hearing on July 8 and continued to August 13. The Commission recommends the approval of the permit. The Commission has provided a copy of the Finding of Facts with some recommended conditions. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the Finding of Fact and to approve the Conditional Use Permit for the Ringsred Building with the conditions as recommended by the Planning Commission. Motion carried 4-0.

Administrator Review 
Every year the administrator is to undergo a performance review. An evaluation form was provided to each council member. The administrator will discuss contract requests with the Personnel Committee and will bring that request to the Council for discussion.   

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept Paid Claims, Cash Balances report, Planning Commission minutes and PeopleService operations report. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to request the Public Works Department to complete a monthly operations report. Motion vote 2-2 – motion dies for lack of a majority.  

WRITTEN NOTICES & COMMUNICATIONS
The Pine County Historical Society invited the City of Sandstone to the dedication of their large history mural depicting the railroad and lumbering industries.  

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
The Budget Workshop has been set for September 3rd at 6:00 pm.
