Motion Bonander, second Franklin to approve the consent agenda: no extension of contract with Friends of Animals Humane Society without changes and approve Administrator attendance at CGMC conference in November. Motion carried 3-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Old Military & Airport Rd Improvements
The development of the hospital campus site will require the use of Old Military and Airport Road as the construction entrance. Greg Anderson of SEH was present to discuss improvements and upgrades needed. 
Old Military will need widening and SEH is also recommending that 3-foot shoulders be added to both sides to allow plenty of room for traffic and construction vehicles. The estimated cost for Old Military improvements is $ 70,000 with an additional $ 55,000 if we pave the shoulders. 
SEH is recommending widening Airport Road to 26 feet and adding 3 inches of gravel to the entire road surface. The estimated cost for Airport Road is $ 70,000 with an additional $ 20,000 for possible work near the railroad crossing. 

Amended Feasibility Study- Hospital Campus Infrastructure
With the needed improvements to Old Military and Airport Rd for the hospital campus project the feasibility study will need to be amended to show these improvement as part of the project.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to direct SEH to amended the feasibility study for the hospital campus project. Motion carried 3-0.

Reimbursement Resolution 
The City is proceeding with the planning and funding for the infrastructure for the hospital campus site.  Federal law permits a city to reimburse itself for certain capital expenditures from bond proceeds but only if the city declares its intent to do so. 

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2014-24 Reimbursement Resolution. Motion carried 3-0.
