ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept the agenda with the addition of 12C, 12D, and 12E Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: None

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
None

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve minutes from October 15, 2014. Motion carried 4-0

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to approve the consent agenda: sale of plot & receipt of perpetual care; approval of gaming permit – Sportsmen Club; and approval of gaming permit – Sportsmen Club. Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to open the Public Hearing at 7:05pm – Assessment of unpaid service bills. Motion carried 4-0.

A list of properties owing money for city services was placed in the newspaper and property owners were notified by mail. The Public Hearing is the opportunity for property owners to comment regarding these delinquent bills. None of these property owners were present at the hearing.

Motion Franklin, second Bonander to close the Public Hearing at 7:12pm. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept Resolution 2014-26 adopting assessment for unpaid charges. Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Robinson Park Master Plan amendment
The City has submitted an application to MN Parks & Trails Commission to designate Robinson Park as a park of regional significance. This is the first step in qualifying Robinson Park for access to MN Legacy funds for regional parks. The second step is updating the Master Plan in accordance with the Parks & Trails Commission plan. 
Staff presented a proposal from Jody Rooney & Associates and Land Matters LLC to the Park & Recreation Commission. The Park & Rec Commission approved the proposal with reservations. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the revised contract with JL Rooney & Associates and with Land Matters LLC for the services outlined. Motion fails 1-3.

Council expressed concern with the proposed fee. Council would like other proposals to compare.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to direct the Administrator to develop and issue an RFP to amend the Master Plan for Robinson Park. Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Old Military & Airport Rd- amend Feasibility Study
Council authorized amending the Campus Development Feasibility Study to include the improvements needed to upgrade Old Military Rd and Airport Rd. SEH has updated the Feasibility Study now dated October 31, 2014. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2014-25 adopting the amended Feasibility Study and further authorizing the preparation of plans and specifications for those improvements. Staff is also authorized to set a required Public Hearing at the appropriate time.  Motion carried 4-0. 

Chamber of Commerce Request
The Chamber of Commerce is requesting funds from the City to assist in paying a portion of the cost for a Chamber Director position. The Thriving Communities grant would pay the start-up costs and the City would pay $8,000 and the Chamber would pay $8,500 for two years. Chambers representatives were present to discuss the proposal and answered all questions. Bonander recused himself from the discussion. 

Motion Franklin, second Atterbury to budget $5,000 towards the Chamber Director position in 2015 as long as there is a Chamber match and $6,300 for 2016 with Chamber match in place. The Director will also need to provide a quarterly report to the Council. Motion carried 3-0 with Bonander recused. 



Canvassing Board
The City Council is required to meet as a Canvassing Board to certify the results of the city election. 

Motion Franklin, second Bonander to set a Canvassing Board meeting for November 10th at 12:00pm. Motion carried 4-0.

8th & Commercial Paving Project
Prior to paving starting on Commercial and 8th it was discovered that there were eight (8) catch basins that needed repair and replacement before paving. The City contracted Jones Construction to undertake the catch basin repairs. Jones Construction has submitted a pay request on the contract for $ 4,109.00.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve the payment of $ 4,109.00 to Jones Construction. Motion carried 4-0.

Park Ave Water Project
The City contracted with MPJ Enterprises to undertake and complete the Park Avenue Water project. MPJ has submitted Pay Request #3 for $17,505.45. 

Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve the partial payment of $17,505.45 to MPJ Enterprises. Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept Paid Claims, PeopleService operations report, Park & Rec Commission minutes, and Steering Committee & Economic Growth Task Force – Thriving Communities Grant report. Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES & COMMUNICATIONS
Ehlers provided a Continuing Disclosure Review. Sandstone has no outstanding disclosure issues.
