CALL TO ORDER: 7:00 PM

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council, guests and staff recited pledge of allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion Kester, second Palmer to approve the agenda with a change in the date of minutes needing approval, two additions to the consent agenda - approve MCFOA training and accept volunteer fire department resignation and add MPJ Enterprises to the accept and approve pay requests.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Deputy Anderson talked about the break-in at Cheri’s Flower Basket and resulting arrest. He went on to list the other difficulties and calls in the city this past month.  The council asked about the break-in at the senior high rise and activity at Robinson Park.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Franklin, second Kester to accept the December 7, 2016 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
Motion Kester, second Palmer to open a public hearing at 7:03 PM to consider amending Sandstone City Code 305.25 regarding the airport.  Motion carried 5-0.  No public comments were received.

Motion Delvin, second Franklin to close the public hearing at 7:15 PM.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
There was discussion regarding the costs and benefits of the Genesis Technology Communication, LLC agreement.  The internet connection speed the city is now receiving was discussed.

Motion Palmer, second Franklin to approve the site lease agreement with Genesis Technology Communication, LLC, the gambling and special event permits from the MN Climbers Association, the attendance of the Administrator at the 2017 Winter Professional Development Workshop, the Memorandum of Understanding from the I.U.O.E. Local #49, the agreement with Rick Maitrejean, MCFOA training for Administrator Seibert and to accept the resignation of Jeff Gaede, a Sandstone volunteer fire fighter.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
A/P Clerk – Claims
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to accept and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Rental Ordinance Procedures
The City Council has previously adopted a Rental Ordinance and the deadline has passed for registering rental units.  Administrator Seibert and the council discussed procedures that the staff will need to follow for those that have failed to do so.  The Administrator would like to convene the Rental Ordinance appeal committee to discuss individual situations and the options available.
NEW BUSINESS
Pay Request #3 MPJ Enterprises
Greg Anderson spoke about the pay request and the change order in regards to the delay of road paving on Old Military Road.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve and pay the application #3 from MPJ Enterprises in the amount of $26,694.05.  Motion carried 5-0.

Pay Request #4 – R.L. Larson Excavating
Greg Anderson explained this pay request brings the city up to date with the work completed.

Motion Palmer, second Kester to approve and pay the applications #4 from R.L. Larson Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $95,489.04.  Motion carried 5-0.

Change Order – MPJ Enterprises, LLC
The project completion date will be changed from June 1, 2016 to July 1, 2017 allowing the bituminous paving to occur in 2017.

Motion Kester, second Palmer to approve the change of completion date for MPJ Enterprises, LLC.  Motion carried 5-0.

Airport Ordinance
The administrator talked about the remaining ordinance to the city’s no longer existing airport. 

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve Resolution 16-07 repealing provisions in the city code and ordinance pertaining to the airport.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS: 
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to accept the reports of paid claims and investment.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: 
A press release was sent to the Pine Courier regarding a housing meeting.  The East Central Housing Organization would like to have elected officials and community members get together on January 12th in Hinckley and discuss the housing study and community needs.  Administrator Seibert received a call this past week regarding Sandstone housing development.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: 
The council discussed the small cities development grant for which the City has applied.  The City of Sandstone made the list of the competitive grants.
Administrator Seibert had a conversation with a community member who noted that if it snowed over the weekend, their dirt roads were not being plowed until Monday morning.  One of the council member’s road was not plowed as well.  The administrator took note of the difficulties and the council’s recommendations and will pass this to the city staff.
The mayor presented Brandon Devlin with a certificate of appreciation and conveyed the City’s appreciation for his four years of service to the city and his continuing service to our country.
