ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Stadin, second Tauer to approve the agenda for July 20, with the deletion of 9E-Approve lease with City of Hinckley for street sweeper. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Bonander noted that the Chamber is still working on planning for Quarry Days, but that they have acquired all the permits needed and done all the needed fundraising. The Administrator stated that there had been a water main break on Monday night in front of the post office. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve the meeting minutes for July 6. Motion carried 5-0. 

PUBLIC HEARING

There was none.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Approve wild animal permit for Lee Greenly and MN Wildlife Photography, 9B-Approve $3,600 payout from sewer rodder account to City of Askov, 9C-Approve sale of plots and accept perpetual care payments for Bruce and Donna Filler, N ¾ of Lot 62, Section F, 2nd Addition; Patricia Fish, S ½ of N ½ and N ½ of S 1/2, Lot 102, Section F, 2nd Addition; RoseMarie Martin, N ½ of N 1/4, Lot 42, Section F, 2nd Addition; Jake and Sara Heller, All of Lot 47 and N ½ of Lot 48, Section F, 2nd Addition and 9D-Accept, with regret, resignation of Tom Drotning as City Building Official. FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay claims in the amount of $70,492.12. Motion carried 5-0. 

The Finance Officer provided the Cash Balance, Revenues and Expenditures report for the month of June. 

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS

There was none. 

NEW BUSINESS

Commercial Building Maintenance Ordinance

At a previous meeting, Council member Stadin asked that the Council review the ordinance relating to commercial and industrial buildings. The review was to consider revisions of the ordinance regarding abandoned buildings. 

Bonander asked how “No Trespassing” signs would be posted. Staff suggested that they discuss it with the building inspector, but that the City Attorney had recommended posting it at all entrances. 

Bonander also asked if the City was suspending the ability to appeal a notice of violation. Staff responded that a person could still appeal any notice of violation. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2011-08, amending section 435 of the City Code regarding commercial and industrial building maintenance. Motion carried 5-0. 

Plow truck

The City may not dispose of any equipment until the Council has declared the equipment surplus. The City has a 1986 Ford plow truck that can either be declared as surplus equipment and offered for sale, or kept in case it is needed. 

Consensus was to keep the truck and park it at the Public Works building. 

REPORTS

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept the reports as follows:  Summary of paid claims, and Planning Commission minutes-July 13. Motion carried 5-0. 

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

The Union sent the City a notice of desire to negotiate. Bonander asked what, specifically, they wanted to negotiate. Staff replied that procedurally the Union must send notice before and negotiations. 

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The Administrator noted that attached was a memo on ATV’s in City limits. For clarity, he stated that if there is no specific ordinance, ATV’s are not allowed on City streets or property. 

He mentioned a USDA Rural Development Forum on July 27 in Brainerd. He added that the Department of Health grant for well-closure had been put on hold until the State re-opens.
