ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to accept the agenda for April 4 with the addition of 9C-Set Public Hearing on assessment costs for abatement of old milk drying plant. Motion carried 3-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Gary Frehse gave his monthly report, noting that there had been a total of 128 calls, including 2 burglaries, 1 civil matter, 1 prank, 1 check-welfare, 5 disturbances and threats, 39 traffic violations, 6 thefts, 9 suspicious persons or vehicles, 1 fight, 1 fraud, and 16 medical.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve the minutes for March 21. Motion carried 3-0. 

PUBLIC HEARING

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Approve Staff to advertise and hire election judges for the primary and general election and to set the pay for judges, 9B-Approve PHASE contract for mowing and other services, 9C-Set a Public Hearing for the assessment costs for the abatement of the old milk drying plant. Motion carried 3-0. 

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Atterbury, second Bonander to approve and pay claims in the amount of $279,034.57. Motion carried 3-0. 

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS

Golf Course

The City has a Purchase Agreement with Rose Spencer, which is set to close on April 19. However, because of the exceptionally warm weather and the demand to golf, both Ms Spencer and the City would like to be able to have an operating agreement in place so that Ms Spencer can operate the Golf Course before the closing. The City will still own the Golf Course and all the equipment, and Ms. Spencer will pay a monthly fee of $1,000 to compensate the City for its operating costs. In addition, Dean Rollie and Steve D’Allessio will still be City employees. If Ms Spencer does not have her finances together for the purchase by April 19, the City has the right to sell the Golf Course to another buyer. 

Motion Atterbury, second Bonander to approve the Golf Course Operating Agreement with Rose Spencer. Motion carried 2-0, with Tauer recusing herself. 

NEW BUSINESS

Capital Projects 

The City is currently working on a Capital Improvement Plan. SEH presented the costs of all the projects on the prioritized list provided by the City and Staff has prepared a list of other possible projects and suggestions. The Council needs to review this list to determine which projects they would like to authorize. 

No action taken. 

Legal Services

The North Pine Area Hospital District is in need of some legal assistance as it works its way through the acquisition by Essentia. As Essentia has notified the NPAHD that it intends to acquire the facility and its assets, the process will include review of purchase agreements and other legal issues for which the District has need of some legal advice. 

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to authorize the City to spend up to $2,500 for legal services by the City Attorney to NPAHD and its Transition Committee. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion Atterbury, second Tauer to accept the reports as follows:  Summary of paid claims, Library Board minutes-March 20 and Councilmember Bonander-D.C. Trip. Motion carried 3-0.
