OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Updates - Hospital

The Demand Study is completed and the financial feasibility framework is developed.  The site selection committee has met three times and is recommending the airport site as the preferred site for locating a new facility.

Old School – The Rock
AYM has been reviewing a revised agreement.  The asbestos analysis is completed and the Phase One environmental site assessment is completed.  Any additional environmental analysis and any remediation will be the responsibility of AYM.  The EDA is on record stating that it will sign this agreement if AYM agrees.
Library Space Planning

The next meeting is June 18 where more work will be done on the site selection process.   
Art & History Center
Staff is continuing to explore the future of the History Center and whether or not different space might be more appropriate.  
Other

Staff has received a site plan for the reuse of the BP Station site.  The new use would be a Casey’s gas station and C Store.
Staff is exploring the feasibility of moving the KREEC building into town and placing it on a commercial lot.
There is a purchase offer presented on the old Curves building.  The reuse would be for a quilt shop.

NEW BUSINESS
Set Public Hearing

JnJ Recycling has requested an amendment to the CUP it was issued to allow for the purchase and storage of lead acid batteries.  The Commission needs to set a Public Hearing to consider this request.

Motion A Spartz, second L Gafkjen to set a Public Hearing for Wednesday, July 10, 2013 at 7:15 p.m on an amendment to an existing Conditional Use Permit issued to JnJ Recycling to allow the additional use of the purchase and storage of lead acid batteries.  Motion approved 5-0. 
Discuss Zoning Changes

Staff asked the Commission to start consideration of changes it may want to make to the industrial zoning district now that the hospital project may locate on the airport property.  Review of approved and conditional uses to insure some reasonable compatibility and allow the hospital project to plan for buffering and traffic flow.

Also the EDA land proposed for the hospital is zoned for medical services only and consideration needs to be given to what might be appropriate uses for the property.

There was a general discussion and the possible changes will be considered again at the next meeting.
