OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Updates - Hospital

The Demand Study is completed and the financial feasibility framework is developed.  The preferred site is the airport site.  Architectural firm will be hire by end of month to start conceptual and site planning.  A lot will be determined by end of the year.
Old School – The Rock
AYM has been reviewing a revised agreement.  The issue seems to be clarifying a zoning question. The EDA is on record stating that it will sign this agreement if AYM agrees.
Library Space Planning

The group has narrowed the sites to be studied to three. They will be making a presentation to the City Council on August 7.     
Art & History Center
Staff is continuing to explore the future of the History Center and whether or not different space might be more appropriate.  
Other

Staff has received grading and utility and erosion control plans for the Casey’s gas station and C Store.
Staff is exploring the feasibility of moving the KREEC building into town and placing it on a commercial lot.
The Curves building has been purchased by Dan & Toni Groe.  They will open a quilt shop.

JnJ Recycling has requested an amendment to the conditions of their CUP to allow for the purchase and storage of lead acid batteries.

Motion approved 4-0. 
NEW BUSINESS
Discuss Zoning Changes

Staff asked the Commission to start consideration of how they may want to change the uses allowed in the industrial zoning district now that the hospital project will locate on north forty acres.  The Commission needs to review approved and conditional uses to insure some reasonable compatibility and allow the hospital project to plan for buffering and traffic flow.

There was a general discussion and the issue will be considered again at the next meeting.
