Change parcel zoning from Industrial to Medical Services
Motion L Gafkjen, second P Spartz to open hearing at 7:05 pm.  Motion approved 6-0.

The proposal is to rezone the north forty acres of the old airport property from Industrial to Medical Services.   This is the proposed location of the new hospital campus.

Motion A Spartz, second T Gafkjen to close the Public Hearing.  Motion approved 6-0.

Motion P Spartz, second T Gafkjen to recommend to the City Council that they amend the Zoning Map to change the zoning of Parcel 45.0106.000 from Industrial (I-1) to Medical Services (B-40.  Motion approved 6-0.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Updates

Hospital - Work is proceeding on the design and contents of the hospital and clinic facilities with a report to be presented to Area Hospital District in February or early March.  A financing plan is also being prepared.

Parallel planning for long term care and assisted living is also underway as is proposing possible re-sues for the existing facility.  

The Hospital District must extend the operating agreement at that time.
Library Space Planning - There is being done on three sites with the next report due shortly.

Change parcels currently zoned Medical Services to previous zoning, either Business Service or Single Family Planned Unit Development.

The proposal is to change the zoning of parcels currently zoned Medical Services to their precious zoning which was either Business Service or Single Family PUD.
Don Herdina asked what the previous zoning was on the parcel next to his and was told that it will become Business Service.

Existing land uses are grandfathered.

Motion T Gafkjen, second P Spartz to recommend to the City Council that they amend the Zoning Map to change the zoning of parcels 45.5584.000; 45.5585.000; 45.0101.006; 45.0101.009 and 45.0101.011 from Medical Services (B-4) to Highway Business (B-2) and

Change the zoning of parcels 45.0043.000; 45.0045.000; 45.0040.000; 45.0039.000; and 45.0039.001 from Medical Services (B-4) to Single Family Planned Unit Development.  Motion approved 6-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Discuss Industrial Zoning Changes

The discussion has been on the how the zoning of the land surrounding the hospital site, including land currently in the township should be modified to reflect specific uses compatible to the hospital site.

Staff developed a new purpose statement for review.  The approach would give direction to development while allowing flexibility on the part of the City and Commission in siting different uses.   

The homework for the Commission to is to review and discuss at the next meeting which should be permitted or conditional uses.  They should also review the landscape and design standards to see if some uses might not need a conditional use if these are followed.
Re-use of EDA land

Staff reported that the EDA is having a workshop with Northspan to discuss how EDA owned property, with emphasis on the Grant Knowles and remaining airport land, can be packaged and marketed.   He will report on that effort at the next meeting.

The Nemadji Building has been sold to a new owner who has some interesting ideas for the property’s re-use.
