Chair R Riley called the meeting to order at 6:04 pm.

Motion J Frederickson, second P Spartz to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 4-0.
MINUTES

Motion P Spartz, second R Riley to approve the minutes from March 12 and March 20.  Motion approved 4-0.

HEARING: 
Zoning Ordinance Amendment – Tier Three Commercial District
Motion J Frederickson, second P Spartz to open the Public Hearing at 6:05.  Motion approved 4-0.
The City and the Planning Commission originally developed this zoning district to allow for flexibility in the reuses for this former school building.  The new owner of the property provided a list of possible uses of the property.  

Dr. Ringsred has a long term goal to develop a charter school/academy at the site.  In the interim he is interested in activities that can generate revenue to pay for the operating costs and some of the costs of needed improvements.

The Ordinance amendments include: deleting certain uses – aquaculture and specifically named light industrial uses while retaining light industrial use as a conditional use; adding charter schools and academies as a conditional use; and creating two Interim Uses – entertainment venue for indoor activities and hostel temporary lodging.   The changes also deleted a specific performance standard relating to composing and disposal of animal material and waste produced on site and made changes to exterior use requirements by deleting references to outdoor storage and storage area requirements and loading dock screening.  It added exterior use requirements relating to no parking on Eagle Drive and any exterior event needing to meet the City’s Special Event Ordinance requirements.
Motion P Spartz, second R Frederickson to close the Public Hearing at 6:12.  Motion approved 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING
Interim and Conditional Use Permit – Ringsred Building

Motion P Spartz, second J Frederickson to open the Public Hearing at 6:15.  Motion approved 4-0.

Franklin asked about rumors regarding the age requirements for events and T Johnson responded that it would over 21.  
Also, the bar and restaurant would only be open for events not every day.  If there are more events they would be open more often.

Staff presented a draft finding of facts and the staff report with specific suggested conditions.

Motion P Spartz, second R Frederickson to close the Public Hearing at 6:23.  Motion approved 4-0.

The Commission discussed the ordinance amendment and were satisfied that it created the flexibility that the owner was looking for but recommended changing not deleting the wording about on site food processing. 
Motion J Frederickson, second P Spartz to recommend to the City Council that they approve the proposed amendments to the Tier Three Commercial District section of the zoning ordinance with the revision to allow the sale of products produced on site as a conditional use.   Motion approved 4-0.

The Commission then discussed possible conditions.  They agreed with the parking requirements and agreed with the notifications regarding city ordinances and need for plans for event security and alcohol enforcement.

Motion P Spartz, second R Frederickson to recommend to the City Council that they approve the Conditional Use Permit for a bar and restaurant and the Interim Use Permit for an indoor entertainment venue request from the Ringsred Building based on the Finding of Facts and the conditions as listed in the staff report.  Motion approved 4-0.
