MINUTES

Motion Stadin, second Gaede, second to approve the minutes for November 10. Motion carried 5-0.
PUBLIC HEARING: none
DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES: 
Staff provided an update on the hospital and infrastructure project.  The NPAHD and City will be closing on the land on Thursday the 10th with construction probably starting on Monday the 14th.

The amended Master Plan for Robinson Park was approved by the Council on December 2 and the Park Commission starts meeting this week to prioritize and decide which projects should be undertaken. 

NEW BUSINESS:  
Sing Ordinance waiver
The City owns a forty foot strip along the freeway on which is located a billboard.  The NPAHD will be acquiring this land and billboard and proposes to install a temporary construction sign announcing the future home of Pine Healthcare Campus.   The City’s sign ordinance defines this as a billboard which requires a conditional use permit.  NPAHD asked the Council to waive these requirements. The Council referred this to the Planning Commission for their recommendation.

Staff explained that by definition this is a billboard and all billboards require a conditional use permit.

Chuck Sprado of the NPAHD explained briefly the District’s plan for signage and noted that they would agree to remove the billboard once the project’s monument sign is constructed.

Motion Riley, second Stadin to recommend to the City Council that they waived the sign ordinance requirements for this temporary sign with a condition that the billboard be removed within a short period of time upon construction of the project’s monument sign. Motion approved 5-0.
CONTINUING BUSINESS

Preliminary Plat – Business Park

The Business Park needs to be platted so that the parcels can be marketed.  The Commission reviewed a draft of a preliminary plat for the Business Park based on the last discussion.

The current drawing of Lot 5 (17 acres) is as one parcel to allow for uses needing a larger tract.

It was determined that the area containing the two buildings, septic and well be placed in one lot to create a saleable parcel as well as put all current improvements in one parcel.  All environmental issues would be in parcel. This parcel should extend to the extended road with the ability to split into two lots.

The Commission wishes to leave the remainder of Lot 5 as one parcel but was tasked to consider how it might consider subdividing based on any development demands while minimizing any road and utility extensions. 

Staff was directed to send these recommendations to SEH and have another draft drawn.
