Motion Eberhardt, second Stadin to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 4-0.
MINUTES

Motion Eberhardt, second Stadin to approve the minutes for December 9. Motion carried 4-0.
PUBLIC HEARING: none
DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES: 
Staff provided an update on the hospital and infrastructure project.  NPAHD has started construction and the City will start in the spring.  KC Companies will build in the spring as well.

Staff discussed planning for re-use of existing hospital facility and updated the Commission on the U of M Roadmap project and the NLX project.  The fate of the Senior Center and the Art & History Center was discussed as was the status of the Library space planning effort.

The Roadmap and the Master Plan will be good starting points for re-doing the Comprehensive Plan. 

CONTINUING BUSINESS

Preliminary Plat – Business Park

The Business Park needs to be platted so that the parcels can be marketed.  The Commission reviewed the third draft of a preliminary plat for the Business Park.

The area containing the two buildings, septic and well were placed in one lot to create a saleable parcel as well as put all current improvements in one parcel.  

The Commission wishes to leave the remainder of Lot 5 as one parcel but was tasked to consider how it might consider subdividing based on any development demands while minimizing any road and utility extensions. 

Motion Riley, second Eberhardt to direct SEH to prepare a Preliminary Plat for a public hearing and staff was directed to set a Public Hearing as appropriate.  Motion carried 4-0.
NEW BUSINESS:  
Land Sale – EDA land to Tyson
The EDA owns acreage north of Highway 23 and Gateway Clinic.  The Tysons own a parcel immediately north of the EDA land and have expressed an interest in acquiring the fifteen acres to the south of their parcel.

The City and EDA have developed a future well site and will need to maintain access east and west to make utility connections. The installation of these utilities would create development opportunities that must be planned for including single and multi-family housing.  
Also the City/EDA should consider granting an easement along the western and southern boundary of the 15 acres so that utilities and roadway could be extended in the future.

Motion Stadin, second Eberhardt to recommend to the EDA that they not consider the sale of the property until the Comprehensive Plan is updated or for two years whichever comes first.

Motion approved 4-0.
Land Sale – City land to Greenly
The City owns the KREEC site along Old Military Road.  Various plans have been proposed for the property.  Most recently a walking trail and flower garden plan was proposed and funding was sought.  There are no current plans for the KREEC site by the Park Commission.
Lee Greenly owns the land in the township to the south of the KREEC property.  He has used a portion of the property over the years for photography activities.  He has proposed to buy at least ten acres of the site from the City.

There is a medical dump on the site, there is an abandoned greenhouse project on the site and there is a building on the site that could be impacted by this sale.
Motion Stadin, second Frederickson that the proposed sale of a portion of the KREEC property would be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan as long as the property remain within the City limits and is not detached.  Motion carried 4-0.
