NEW BUSINESS:  
KC Companies TIF – Resolution 2016 - 01
The City and EDA are proposing to provide tax increment financing to KC Companies to help the development of a 40 unit long term care facility in the Business Park.   .The project development proposal for TIF requires the Planning Commission to review and determine if the development and what is proposed in the TIF Plan is in conformance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan.
Motion Stadin, second Riley to adopt Resolution 2016 – 01stating the proposed Tax Increment Plan for KC Companies and the proposed development meets the Comprehensive Plan guidelines.  Motion carried 6-0.
OTHER: 
Temporary Family Health Care Dwellings

Staff provided information about a proposed state law that would allow temporary dwellings on a property to house an ill relative despite city zoning.  Not expected to pass, but procided as a point of information.
Comp Plan update

RFP for a consultant to lead the revision will go out in May.  Everyone was reminded that the Comp Plan review is intense and needs a commitment on everyone’s part to complete.
