C. The library has requested a bike rack by their entrance. Interim Administrator Jackson had a brochure available and there was consensus that this could be a good park project and that one by the bathrooms in Robinson park and one by the post office may also be of benefit. D. Interim Administrator Jackson updated the commission on the decision from council regarding contacting BNSF about purchasing property and holding off for now on an appraisal. 

E. Concern was raised by Barsness about the safety and longevity of the Gin pole in Robinson Park Consensus by the group is they want to keep this piece of the community’s history in the park for the future.  Motion Dybvig, second White to request Council have SEH evaluate the pole.  Motion approved 5-0.   
F. Staff has received notice from a citizen of a safety hazard at the ball fields on Eagle Ave.  There are some pretty large potholes along the diamond.  They have requested that some limestone be added. Staff has obtained a quote from MPJ for this in the amount of $1000.00 Motion Chester, second Dybvig to approve the quote and request council approval.  Motion approved 5-0
New Business
The sign to Robinson Park is out of date and could use a refresh.  Lee Dybvig has volunteered his time to make the sign and the only cost would be materials.   The sign would be in the same style as the one currently on the pavilion in the park.  Motion White, second M. Franklin to approve the sign design and submit request to council for consideration.  Motion approved 5-0.
