ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Palmer, second Franklin to approve the agenda with the addition of approving the agreement for prosecution services.  Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Resolution 2017-03 Honoring Mayor Carl Steffen
Motion Franklin, second Spartz to approve Resolution 2017-03 honoring Mayor Carl Steffen and proclaiming January 31, 2017 as Carl Steffen Day in the City of Sandstone. Motion carried 4-0 .

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Spartz has noticed that there have motorized vehicles on Lion’s Hill as well as crossing the streets in the evening.  The danger to the children sledding is obvious.  Publishing a news article outlining the ordinances regarding snow mobiles and asking the deputy to watch for them was discussed.

Motion Palmer, second Franklin to accept the January 4, 2017 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
Small Cities Development Grant Application
Motion Franklin, second Spartz to open a public meeting at 7:09 p.m. to hear information and comments on the Small Cities Development Grant Application that Sandstone has applied for.  Motion carried 4-0.

The grant includes both residential and commercial building improvements.  Nicole Klosner answered questions from the council and public.  A secondary location is needed as a plan B so that if the number of homes/businesses goal is not met during the first building season, the area covered can be enlarged.  The final application needs to be submitted by February 23, 2017.  The goal is for eleven homes and four businesses.  Publicizing this would be advantageous for residents and business owners.

Motion Palmer, second Spartz to close the public meeting at 7:20 p.m.  Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS
February meeting date change
The City Administrator will be at the CGMC Legislative Action Day on February 1, 2017 which is the date of the next council meeting and is requesting that the meeting date be changed to Tuesday, January 31, 2017 at 6:00 p.m.

Motion Palmer, second Spartz to change February’s first meeting date from Feb. 1st to Jan 31st at 6:00 p.m.  Motion carried 4-0.

Process to Appoint Mayor
The office of Mayor must be filled due to the passing of Mayor Steffen.  There are three options to filling the position of Mayor.  These are 1) conduct a special election to elect one 2)  appoint a community member to the position for two years until the next general election 3) appoint a council member as Mayor and then appoint a citizen to the open council member’s position.  The third option is the least expensive and easiest to achieve.

Motion Spartz, second Palmer to appoint a council member as Mayor and appoint a citizen to the open council member’s position.  Motion carried 4-0.

Business Park Sign Design
There was discussion regarding the costs to businesses wanting their name/logo on the business park sign and the timing of having it installed.

Motion Spartz, second Franklin to move forward with the business park sign with the current design.  Motion carried 4-0.

Business Park Sign RFP
The administrator reviewed the procedure and due dates that the bidding will entail.  The council would like to have a date in the contract that it needs to be finished and installed.  It was suggested that a firm price for the name panels should be acquired as well.

Motion Spartz, second Palmer to authorize putting the fabrication and installation out to bid with a due date of June 30, 2017.  Motion carried 4-0.

Prosecution Services
This is an annual contract that the city and The Pine County Attorney enter into for prosecution services.

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to approve the contract with the Pine County Attorney for prosecution services for 2017.  Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS: 
Motion Spartz, second Franklin to accept the reports of paid claims and investment.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS:
