CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Wild River – Quarterly Report
Tina Doornick presented the third quarter report on the Wild River operations and answered some general questions.

Motion Stadin, second Atterbury to accept the third quarter Wild River report.  Motion approved 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Discuss sale prices for EDA land
Staff presented a request that the EDA begin discussions on the sale price of land that it owns.  The EDA had already set an initial price of $ 125,000 for the remainder of the Vork property and a price of $ 45,000 plus assessment for the Hospital acreage.
Part of the consideration is how much of the initial cost they wish to try and recover and how a lower cost can be an incentive for someone to buy the land.   
Also there was initial discussion about how the EDA would like to market these properties.  Staff reminded the EDA of the contract with Northspan on a marketing plan for the airport property including the Grant-Knowles land.  The EDA needs to be ready to market the Grant-Knowles lots as soon as the infrastructure is ready to go in.

Staff was directed to bring back further information and maps to the next meeting.

Consider contract with Warner Consulting
Warner Consulting is proposing a contract to assist the EDA develop a database and inventory on all commercial property in Sandstone.    This will help in planning for the future and to respond to inquiries about development or redevelopment opportunities that may arise.
The contract envisions a cost of $ 5,000 for about 360 hours of work.  Ms Warner showed the EDA how the database could be set up and what kind of information would be gathered.  All information would be public information.
There was a discussion about how the information would be used and the source of funds for the cost.  The EDA would use a portion of its EDA levy for this project.
