PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the agenda for June 20, with the addition of 9D-Octoberfest-change date to September 15, and 12E-Special Event Permit for Chamber Family Fun Circus, and the deletion of 11B-Approve furnace replacement for the Art and History Center and 12C-Phase 1 of Library Space planning. Motion carried 5-0.
SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

There were none.
PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Bonander noted that the North Pine Area Hospital District had begun negotiations with Essentia. He noted the highlights of discussion by saying that the NPAHD has asked that Essentia provide a specific and enforceable plan to replace the existing facility; the new lease must contain two eighteen month options, no purchase option, performance based renewal, competitive costs for services at market rate, new Pine Medical board with equal representation from Essentia and NPAHD, independent management team in contractual arrangement acceptable to new PMC Board, transparency of strategy, and a final lease ready for signatures and implementation by 8-1-2012. Staff added that this is merely a framework set forth by NPAHD and is subject to negotiating. He added that Essentia had been fairly receptive. 
Atterbury commented that the Neighborhood Watch block party had a turn-out of 45-50 people and that he is already planning the next one. 
APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the meeting minutes for May 16 and June 6. Motion carried 5-0. 
PUBLIC HEARING

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Approve temporary liquor license to Sandstone Lions for Quarry Days subject to ordinance requirements, 9B-Approve transfer of funds from General Fund to Golf Fund Balance out cash deficit, 9C-Approve closure of Golf Fund 613 by year end when all transactions are completed, 9D-Change Octoberfest date to September 15. Motion carried 5-0. 
FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims in the amount of $245,410.36. Motion carried 5-0. 
The Finance Officer provided the Cash Balance, Expenditure and Revenues report. 
OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS

Parking lot replacement-Wild River senior building

The Wild River senior building parking lot is in need of repairs. The Council authorized Staff to get quotes on replacement of the parking lot. Staff received three quotes, with the lowest one being from R & R Construction of $14,750. The Council previously discussed how this project would be funded and decided to continue the discussion at this meeting. 
Atterbury asked if the project could be paid for out of the General Reserve. Staff responded that it was possible. Stadin was of the opinion that it was not the responsibility of the City. Staff added that keeping the building occupied and bringing in new occupants is crucial and having a poorly-maintained parking lot may limit management’s ability to maintain the desired occupancy levels. Bonander asked if there was any EDA loan money. 
Motion Atterbury, second Tauer to authorize a contract with R & R Construction to replace and repair the senior building parking lot and driveway and use the General Fund cash to pay for the project. Motion carried 3-2. 
NEW BUSINESS

Fencing at old public works building
The City is proposing to sell the old public works site, and had a survey done, dividing the property into two parcels so that the City could maintain the compost pile and sell the other portion of the site. The Council authorized Staff to get quotes to construct a fence to divide the property. Staff received two quotes. 
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to award the contract for fence work at the old Public Works site to Deutschlander Fencing. Motion carried 5-0. 

Request for use of Train Park

A local business owner is requesting use of the Train Park on Friday nights for the months of July and August. This business owner is proposing to offer activities in the park on Friday evenings to give people a reason to come to town and encourage stores to stay open until 8 p.m. Food would be provided and crafters and other vendors would be present.
Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to approve use of Train Park for the activity. Motion carried 5-0.

Capital Improvements-band shell staining and hockey rink painting
The Council authorized Staff to get quotes on staining the exterior of the Band Shell in Train Park and for painting the ice rink boards. Staff received three quotes for these projects. 
Staff is recommending that the Council defer any action until the City finds out if the Lions Club will be participating in the cost of the roof replacement project thus making funds available to do these activities.
Consensus was to defer action. 

Chamber sponsorship of the Family Fun Circus

The City is being asked by the Chamber to approve a Special Event permit which would allow the use of the Train Park for a circus. The Chamber is requesting to use the park on Thursday, July 5. 
Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to approve the Chamber’s application for a Special Event Permit for the Family Fun Circus. Motion carried 4-0, with Bonander recusing himself.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
